Cross border cooperation and collaboration among rasurdre essential to combat
illegal wildlife and their products trade and trafficking effectiveljis was one of the aspect
EWCA has focused during the NIAP implementation perigthiopia hassigned a regional
network on wildlife crime which is known s the Horn of Africa Wildlife law Enforcement
Network (HAWEN) on November 15, 2017 in Addis Abalbae network operates under IGAD.
EWCA belives that thisegional networlcan serve as platform ftine Horn of Africancountries

to strengthen theicooperabn andcollaboration in fightingvildlife crimesacross thier region.
